The primary goal for this course is to develop the skill of "composition": arranging visual elements to create eye-flow, visual interest, emphasis and organization.
Student Outcomes

Students will apply the elements and principles of art (line, shape, color, form, texture, space, emphasis, and repetition, etc.) through a variety of media. Projects in drawing, printmaking, sculpture, and digital designs will be explored and analyzed to find the inherent advantages and disadvantages in each. With this understanding students will gain the confidence needed to design many types of visuals, both artistic and academic.

In-class

The following list explains your final grade. All projects will be worth 40% of your final grade, class effort and participation 20%,  written work and tests are worth 20%, homework 10%, and readiness 10%.
